State Agency (SA) List of Pre-Approved Equipment Purchases 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) issued memo SP 31-2014 State Agency Prior Approval Process for School Food Authority (SFA) Equipment Purchases, which allows the SA to develop a list and criteria for capital assets/equipment typically purchased by the local education agency (LEA).  Items on this list do not need to be submitted to the SA for approval. Items on the list will receive automatic SA approval and therefore, the LEA may purchase those items, following proper Federal, State, or local procurement procedures.
If the LEA chooses to select equipment that is not on the SA pre-approved index list, it must submit a request for approval to the SA prior to purchasing the item as required by government guidelines (2 CFR Part 225 Appendix B, section 15 in the Office Management and Budget).  Items purchased not exclusively for food service usage must be prorated.  LEAs are required to keep all purchasing records on file.  Equipment purchases will be monitored during all administrative reviews (AR).
